On October 21, 2019, Canadians will go to the polls to vote for their next government.  The Toronto Indigenous 

Community Advisory Board, Peel Alliance to End Homelessness, Toronto Alliance to End Homelessness, and 

The York Region Homelessness Community Advisory Board join in calling on all candidates to commit to 

immediate action upon election to create, in partnership with Indigenous housing service providers and 

Indigenous off-reserve communities and experts, an Urban, Rural and Northern Indigenous Housing Strategy. 

This must be people-centred and service-focused and the 4th pillar to complement the current, 3-pillared 

distinctions-based approach underway with the First Nations, Metis and Inuit populations.

THE NEXT FEDERAL GOVERNMENT MUST PRIORITIZE 

AN URBAN RURAL AND NORTHERN INDIGENOUS HOUSING STRATEGY 
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The FACTS 

 

 Indigenous people have faced a housing crisis, much documented and studied, since the 1930s in 

Canada. 

 Over 400 articles were published in the Globe and Mail about Indigenous housing disparity, inequality 

and federal inaction between 1959 and 2011 alone. 

 1 in 15 Indigenous people in Canada are homeless, compared to 1 in 128 for the non-Indigenous 

population.  

 23% of Indigenous households live in unsuitable dwellings, compared to 14% of non-Indigenous 

households.  

 Indigenous people suffer from much higher rates of housing discrimination, and do not live in housing 

that is culturally appropriate. 

From the 2018 enumerations of people experiencing homelessness in our communities we know that: 

 In Toronto 16% of those contacted identified as Indigenous, when they only make up 2% of the general 

city population.  And 38% of all people 

sleeping outside are Indigenous. 

 In York Region 17% of those 

enumerated are Indigenous, even 

though they are less than 1% of the 

general York Region population – and 

this is a 4% increase over 2016. 

 In Peel Region 9% of respondents are 

Indigenous, a 2% increase the last 

enumeration. 

 Across all our communities, Indigenous 

people are much more likely to have 

been homeless longer and became 

homeless at an earlier age than non-

Indigenous people.
