A few highlights in particular:

The number of individuals experiencing active homelessness at the end of February was 10, 849. This is the highest number recorded since January 2018. When compared to November 2022, the number of individuals experiencing active homelessness increased by 11.7% (n = 1, 138) by the end of February 2023.

When compared to Feb 2022 data, the number of individuals who stayed in shelter every night has increased by 19% (N=6,517 in Feb 2022).�
People experiencing chronic homelessness represent 46.1% (N=5,001) of individuals actively experiencing homelessness at the end of February 2023. This includes all population groups including all family member of family units (e.g. spouses and dependants). The number of people experiencing chronic homelessness has increased by 11% between Feb 2022 and Feb 2023.

In February 2023, 674 individuals “became inactive” – this accounted for 57.8% of the outflow from the shelter system compared to outflows to permanent housing (42.2%). 
46.5% (n = 314) of those who ‘became inactive’ had at least one previous admission and discharge documented in SMIS; this is a trend seen in the data when compared with past months.

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865 individuals were newly identified as using the shelter system for the first time in February 2023. 
Individuals identifying as refugees accounted for 44% (N=382) of the newly identified population. 
By the end of Feb 2023, 20% (N=173) of the newly identified population had left the system after staying in shelter for less than a week, while 80% (n = 692) remained in shelter by the end of the month. 

492 people moved to permanent housing in February 2023 
The median total cumulative length of stay in shelter for those who moved to permanent housing in February 2023 was 259 nights. 
Most discharges were to private market housing (73.8%) followed by social housing (11.4%), supportive housing (11.2%) and returned home or to family (3.7%). This month there were no discharges to a Long-Term Care facility.
